(or a little Moxy at the Roxy)
Host #2: (singing) 

They’re the best…that you’ve seen,

When they’re plastered all across the big screen, 

It’s the Oscars!

Host #1:  Wait, wait. Stop the music.  It’s not the Oscars!

Host #2:  Oh, right, right. What was I thinking?  Hit the music!  (singing)


They’re the best…from age to age,


When they sing and act and dance across the stage,


It’s the Tonys!

Host #1:  Stop!  It’s not the Tonys either.  Do your homework, man!

Host #2:  Sorry, sorry.  It was on the TelePrompTer, and I lost my head.  Okay, here goes:  (singing)


They’re the best…on CD,


On the radio or even mp3,


It’s the Grammys!

Host #1:  Okay, have you been paying attention?  Try again, you idiot!
Host #2:  You don’t have to be so touchy about it.  Hit it! (singing)


They’re the best…on the tube,


And I can’t think of a rhyme for tube,

Host #1: How about boob?  ‘Cause you certainly are one! It’s not the Emmys either.  We’re at the Roxys!  R-O-X-Y Roxys!  Ro…xys. Roxys.  Just get off the stage!  Ladies and Gentlemen, welcome to the Roxys!...

Host 1: Welcome to the Roxys! Tonight we have six contestants vying for the coveted and highly acclaimed Moxy Award. 
Host 2: Isn’t it attractive? It was designed by Georgio Snogglehoff. Notice the excellent coloring and the fine detail.
Host 1: At the end of the evening, this handsome trophy will be awarded to the performer with the most points. 
Host 2: The most Moxy!

Host 1: Let us explain how this works. (looks frantically at the teleprompter) Uh, hmm. Looks like we’re going to have to wing it. The teleprompter has gone on the fritz.
Host 2: Here are the Official Contest Rules. (actual script)
Host 1: Thank you. Usually in a contest the contestants start at zero and receive points for their performances. 
Host 2: Ours doesn’t work that way. 
Host 1: No. Each performer gets 500 points – just for showing up. 
Host 2: Yes, just for walking through that door (point) they receive 500 points. Now this is where the competition starts. 
Host 1: As soon as they walk through that door….
Host 2: (interrupts) we start removing points and the performer with the most points left at the end of the evening… 
Host 1: (looks sternly at Host 2 while interrupting) will be declared the winner. Yes, points will be subtracted for: Appearance
Host 2: if their hair is out of place
Host 1: if they don’t smile and seem at ease
Host 2: if their clothes aren’t color-coordinated
Both: they lose points
Host 1: The next is Performance - if they forget the words
Host 2: if they make up any words
Host 1: if they sing in the wrong key 
Both: they lose points
Host 2: Next is Stage movement – we want to see some showmanship
Host 1: some facial gesturing 
Host 2: some creative stage movement
Host 1: we want to see some originality; points will be subtracted
Host 2:  if they don’t get it right (evil smile, cackle)
Host 1: And last is the time factor – (to host 2) you’re enjoying this aren’t you? Each performer has 3 minutes onstage, now that’s from the moment

Host 2: No, from the second 
Host 1:  their name is announced. At that point they have 3 minutes to perform and for every second that goes over 3 minutes
Host 2: The performer loses 25 points! 
Host 1: Now we don’t just leave them hanging there. At the three minute mark, the performer will hear this sound.  
Host 2: (Time SFX: horribly loud horn)
Host 1: (reacting) I thought we were going to use the nice little bell sound?

Host 2: I lost it.

Host 1: You lost it?

Host 2: I once lost an entire (…..?????)

Host 1: See that you don’t “LOSE IT”’ tonight. We’ve already lost the teleprompter! (looking for cards) Now where are those cards? (finds them – this is your script for the rest of the evening)
Host 2: (Time SFX) (Host 1 reacts) Just checking!
Host 1: (regains composure) Tonight is also our major fundraiser for the year. (looks at Host 1 as though waiting for the ugly sound again- turns attention back to audience) We are issuing an invitation to our viewers to call in your annual donation tonight and support Roxy programming. As a token of appreciation you will receive an attractive Roxy Mug. Isn’t that a nice mug? Have you ever seen a better Mug? (ad lib while Jeff mugs)
Host 2: (show different ‘mug shots’)

Host 1: (audience is hopefully roaring & applauding at Jeff’s ‘mug shots’ while you are oblivious and think the adulation is for you) Why, thank you!! And to take your calls we have a Panel of Celebrities. (audience applause) Again, thank you. Let’s bring in our celebrities at this time.
Host 2: (Celebrity walk on music)

Host 1: (ask each celebrity their name and most recent accomplishment and ask them to sit) Yes, thank you. Now, you each have a phone and a prepared script to assist you in this fundraiser. The phone number to make a donation is 

Host 2: 555-roxy. 

Host 1: That’s 

Host 2: 555-roxy. 
Host 1: We’ll check in on our celebrity panel in a few moments but now let’s begin our show. (to Host 2) Who is our first performer?

Host 2: (introduces first performer, tells something colorful about his/her background and the name of the song.)

Host 1: And the timer begins….Now!

Performer 1: Verna Allen
Host 2: (Time SFX)

Host 1: That was a very nice try. You have a lovely voice, but I’m afraid we’re going to have to dock some points for:
Host 2: (list the reasons). 
Host 1: Yes, well, we’ll announce your total at the end of the evening. And now let’s check in on our panel. (we hear their voices in the background)
Panelist 1/Willard: Yes, Mr. Harris, you can pay your donation in 12 equal payments. Let me get your billing information and we’ll get the paperwork started. (continues to talk but fades into background)

Panelist 2/Diane: That’s very generous. We appreciate your donation. And to say thank you, we’re going to send you a Roxy mug. It’s a very attractive mug. No, you don’t have to drink coffee. You can drink anything you want out of it! Yes, okay, let me get your name and…(fades out)

Panelist 3/Carlos: What?! Say that again?! You’d like to donate a what? Hijole!!! (something in Spanish) Well, as long as we can turn that into cash. Uh huh. I see. Okay, how large is the pig? … (fades out)
(Note: each panelists needs a little flagpole apparatus. As they receive ‘donations’ they raise their flags to indicate their progress. And we will have a bell or gong on the table and every time they get a donation over the phone they sound the bell/gong.)

Host 1: Well, that’s a good start. You know, all the proceeds from tonight’s fundraiser will go toward presenting quality programming for you, our viewing audience. The number to call is 555-Roxy. For those of you in our studio audience, you can participate in tonight’s fundraiser by bidding on the lovely auction items that you see here on the edge of the stage. And here to tell us about it are our lovely ROXETTES! (two female performers are ‘disguised’ as Roxettes)
Host 2: (Roxette music & applause) 
Host 1: Would you tell our wonderful audience a little about the auction?

Roxette 1: Well we have these nice items here on stage and each one has a number.

Roxette 2: And if you look in your program you’ll see a description of each item there and each one of those has a number.
Roxette 1: So you decide which one you want and you take one of these envelopes.
Roxette 2: And you write on the envelope. You write your name, the number of the auction item and the dollar amount you want to bid on this item.
Roxette 1: Then you place your cash, a check or an I.O.U. in the envelope.

Roxette 2: Then when you hear this sound.

Host 1: (Auction sound)

Roxette 1: Just raise your hand and we will come and take your bid. At the end of the evening we will total the bids and announce
Roxette 2: Our High Rollers!

Host 2: (high roller music)

Roxette 1: Yes, our High Rollers!. 
Host 2: (high roller music)

Roxette 2: So if you have any questions

Roxette 1: Or need more envelopes or a pen
Roxette 2: Raise your hand and we will come to the rescue!

Host 1: And remember, all proceeds will ensure that quality programs like tonight’s show continue on a regular basis. Thank you, Roxettes!
Host 2: (Roxette exit music)

Host 1: Okay, time to announce our next contestant.
Host 2: (announce next contestant)
Host 1: (indicate with a gesture that time is starting)

Performer 2/Becky: “song”
Host 2: (Time SFX)
Host 1: That wasn’t bad.

Host 2: Yeah, but we’re gonna take away points for (list the reasons). 

(1) First because you XXXXXXXX (Panelist 1/Willard: ring gong during this)
(2) Second because XXXXXXX (Panelist 2/Diane: ring gong during this)
(3) And third because XXXXXXX (Panelist 3/Carlos: ring gong during this)
Panelists 1-3: (as Host 2 lists the reasons above, ring the bell during each one so the audience can’t hear it. As you ring the bell, jump up and down, flail your arms, do a victory dance – choose your own ‘thing;)

Performer 2/Becky: (strains to hear over the sound of the celebrity gong but finally throws up her hands. Host 1 pats her on the back as she exits the stage.)
Host 1: (looking back and forth between Jeff, Becky and the panelists) Wow! It’s like the fourth of July all over again!! Let’s check in with our celebrity panelists. (to panelists) Well?

Panelist 1/Willard:
Panelist 2/Diane:
Panelist 3/Carlos:
Host 1: Well, this is getting exciting folks. Remember, all the proceeds from tonight’s fundraiser will go toward presenting quality programming for you, our viewing audience. The number to call is 555-Roxy.
Host 2: (Auction sfx) 

Host 1: It’s that time folks. If you want to place a bid on one of these lovely auction items raise your hand and one of the Roxettes will come and take your envelopes. And now we will hear from our ‘musician behind the scenes’. Jeff Poteat!

Jeff: “song”
Host 1: Great! Thank you for your bids. We will bring you an auction update in just a few moments. At this time we have a real treat for you. Our next performer is a fine Italian Lady who has trained with the finest vocal instructors in the world. She is the epitome of Class in the Opera World. Please welcome Madame Sparlotti!!!!
Performer 3/Sandra aka Madame Sparlotti: (enters wearing some gosh-awful outfit, boots, is angry and sings “I feel pretty” mp3) 

Host 2: (Time SFX) 

Host 1: I’m speechless….

Host 2: Not me. We’re taking away 100 points for appearance, 150 points for not smiling, 200 points for stumbling onto the stage and 75 points for not stopping on time. You owe us exactly…

Performer 3: Why you…(goes after Host 2).

Host 1: Woh! Woh! Woh! Hold it. What’s this all about?
Performer 3: I don’t understand. I come all the way from Italy and bring my special costumes. They are very expensive. I watch the men carry them into my dressing room. And then when it is time to put them on – I open the wardrobe and what do I find. I find these boots, this dreadful dress and this horrible hat! Someone took my costume from my dressing room and left this for me to wear. It doesn’t even fit. This is an outrage!!
Host 2: Clothes don’t fit, 50 more points.

Performer 3: And then when I spray my special perfume that was give me by the King – I can’t breathe. It has a smell like, like what you spray on the bugs. It was in my eyes and they are very wet and itchy.

Host 2: Leaky eyes, 60 more points

Performer 3: Then to top it off when I take my special ‘singing solution’ and gargle for my throat - AAYYYY –I nearly choke on it. I demand to speak with the Producer.
Host 2: Very demanding, that’s 100 more points. You now owe us ….

Host 1: (hits the horribly loud sound effect and Host 2 jumps) Let’s don’t go there….. Madame Sparlotti, I feel that someone has tried to sabotage you. You have been done a terrible injustice. I think you deserve another chance. Yes, I do, but not right now. Go change and come back later in the show and we will let you try this again.

Performer 3: Well, I don’t know if I can find suitable dress anywhere in this place but I will try. Yes! I’ll do it! I’ll be back!.

Host 2: (sfx three stooges walking away music?s Transitioning into horse race music)
Panelist 1/Willard: (on the phone) No, that’s $100 perfecta box on 4, 5, 6. You can’t hear me? (stands up and shouts) I said I want to bet $100 perfecta box on 4, 5, 6. (looks up and sees audience)
Host 1: (looks up at audience then turns to panelist 1) What are ya doin?
Panelist 1/Willard: (with a straight face) Raising money.

(They continue a heated discussion in the background as performer 4 is introduced)

**Or could y’all sing Fugue of the Tinhorns from Guys and Dolls? 
Host 2: Our next performer is (name, etc)
Performer 4/Mary White: (who sings beautifully and obviously over 3 minutes but no horn is blown) (during this time Host 1 is seen ‘monitoring’ the panelists)
Host 2: (Time SFX after the song is over.) Mary White, folks!! What a great talent. We’ll be hearing more from her later in the show.

(Roxettes appear on stage)

Host 1: Yes, it’s that time again! We have an update on our auction bids. As you can see the Roxettes are placing a dollar amount on each auction item. This dollar amount represents the high bid of the evening. But the auction is not over yet. This is where the bidding really takes off! You each have the opportunity to place another bid on any of these lovely items. Of course your bid must be higher than the dollar amounts shown. Raise your hand if you have a new bid and our Roxettes will take care of you. And now we will hear a song about MONEY!
Entire Cast: “Money makes the world go around” (this is a choreographed number)

Host 1: Thank you. We will stop the show now for a brief intermission. We will return in a few moments. Until then, please feel free to continue bidding on the auction items and visit the refreshments bar. 

*** INTERMISSION ***

Host 1: Audience, if you will take your seats we will continue with tonight’s show. We want to thank you again for being such a wonderful audience. As you can see we also have an update on our auction bids. We will continue to take bids throughout the evening. Our next performer is no stranger to the Roxy. You’ve seen her in shows like “A Night in the Tropics”, “Broadway Café” and the 1940s “On the Air” Radio Show. Please welcome Marla!
Performer 5/Marla Acevedo: Tico Tico mp3 (singing Tico Tico which begins slowly and (Bob taps Yes, it’s that time again his watch) speeds up twice, (Bob taps his watch again) the second time is lightning speed and time is 2:58.)

Panelist 2/Diane: (sounds the gong over and over until Host 1 speaks to her)
Host 1: (looks at panelist 2) Yes? You rang?

Panelist 2/Diane: (need to write this after I know her ‘character’)
Host 2: (Auction sfx) 

(Roxettes appear on stage)

Host 1: Drum roll please. I believe we have another update on the bidding. 

(Roxettes place large numbers on each auction item indicating the true top bid on each)

Host 1: Well there you have it. The Roxettes have just placed the current top bid on each item. You have one more chance to turn in your bids. If you need more envelopes please raise your hands and the Roxettes will take care of you. 

Host 2: I’d like to sing a tribute song to our Roxettes.

Jeff: “Roxanne” aka “Roxettes”
Host 1: And now we have a special song from the Ladies in tonight’s performance. Please enjoy this special rendition of “Dream Girls”.
Female Cast: “Dream Girls” mp3
Host 1: Our next performer is Zachary Splawn, here to sing _____________________________.
Performer 6/Zach?: 
Host 2: (points?)

Host 1: Yes, now let’s see who we have next. Oh. (pause) Madame Sparlotti! (aside) Let’s see what she’s wearing this time.

Performer 3/Sandra aka Madame Sparlotti: “Il Bacio” with keyboard 

Host 2: (song will end with a call and response between the final high note and the Time SFX) 

Host 1: Well, you’ve heard from each of our performers. It’s time for us to tabulate the points. While we are doing that, we would like to bring each of our performers back onstage to hear another song from each. No points this time. Instead we will be measuring the audience reaction and applause. Let’s bring our firsr performer back. Verna!

Verna: “song”
Host 1: Thank you. Our next performer is Becky.

Becky: “Song”
Host 1: Thank you. Our next performer is Mary.

Mary: “Song”
Host 1: Thank you. Our next performer is Marla.

Marla: “Song”
Host 1: Thank you. Our next performer is Zach.

Zach: “Song”
Host 1: And now the moment you’ve all been waiting for. First we would like to show the final totals on our auction and announce our High Rollers!
Roxettes: The winning bidders are: (state the number of the auction item, the name of the person who bid on it and the dollar amount)
Host 1: A big round of applause for our High Rollers! Thank you. We’ll talk to you after the show.

Host 1: Next we want to say thank you to our celebrity panelist. You have each done an outstanding job tonight. Now, judging by your flags, it appears that we have a 3-way tie. Let’s see your totals. (each panelists hands Bob a sheet of paper) Okay. You have each raised (suspense) ten dollars????

(general confusion and pointing the blame at each other)

Panelist 1/Willard: Hey, I don’t know what happened. About an hour ago I was at $3,000 big ones and ten minutes ago – well it all went south. 

Panelist 2/Diane: (??)
Panelist 3/Carlos: I called all my friends in Mexico. They give all they have. They give uh, let’s see. There was two pigs – they’re great pigs. They sell for uh – 200 pesos. Si. Then there were uh – ten kitchens – I mean – uh kitchens, kitchens, no – chickens. Ten chickens and they sold for ten pesos each. That’s uh, 300 pesos. Then there were uh, tamales. Yes, we sold all the tamales, maybe 50 pesos. Then there was the cerveza. Uh huh. And we sold two cervezas and drink four cervezas, sold two more cervezas and drink six cervezas. Well, that’s where the problem comes because, mi primo, my cousin – he loves the cervezas and the women. He loves them both and uh (anyway it took all the money to pay for the ????) so that’s why I only, now – I only have 100 pesos. That’s ten dollars.
(in the middle of the confusion all three phones ring and they jump to answer them)

Host 1: Nevertheless, we appreciate your time and effort and have a gift for each of you. (Roxettes hand each a gift bag)
Host 1: Drum roll please.

Host 2: (drum roll)

Host 1: The envelope please. (Roxettes bring large envelope) 

Host 1: (opens envelope) It’s empty. (what next – I’ll write this later)
Host 2:
Host 1:

Host 2:
Host 1: Okay, well there you have it! Singers – take us home!

FINALE - Entire Cast sings: ROXY (in the style of Chicago) with mp3
(Intro-2 repetitions)
